Talk Show
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Auditions in 
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There will be 2 casts for this production.  The rehearsals will be on Thursdays and Fridays from 2:45-3:45.  The Thursday rehearsals will be for the Thursday night performance in February and the Friday rehearsals will be for the Friday night performance in February.

Please do not audition if you cannot dedicate yourself to the rehearsal schedule.  More than 3 absences will mean removal from the production.

The cast list gives parts that are spoken, some that are sung and some that do both.  Some roles can be played by either a boy or a girl.

Come prepared to the audition with the top role that you want.  Please understand that only two people will be assigned a role.  If ten people audition for a certain role, eight people will be given another part.  If you choose not to participate, the decision is yours but please remember that you are showing that you are not reliable and this could exclude you from future plays.

 List of Characters

Parent: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has vocal solos).  He or she is the typical parent trying to get their kids to bed. He or she has 7lines.

Kid #1: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has vocal solos).  He or she is the typical little kid trying to get out of going to bed on time.  He or she has 8 lines.
Kid #2: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has vocal solos).  He or she is the typical little kid trying to get out of going to bed on time.  He or she has 8 lines.
Talk show host: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  He or she is self-centered and out for blood on their tv show.  He or she is not interested in their guests, just in the fights that might evolve.  This character is a bit of a diva.  She has 26 lines
Barbara/Bob: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos). She is the producer and is nervous.  She is worried about timing, order of guests and the attitude of her host.  She should appear disheveled.  She has 19 lines.
Make-up girl: Girl that leads the last song.  She doesn’t necessarily have a solo singing part.  Quiet and timid at first but ready to take charge after she is mistreated by the host.  She has 27 lines.
Camera One: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  This one is very matter-of-fact.  He sticks to his watch for timing.  He isn’t too concerned about what happens on the set – as long as it happens. This character has 12 lines.
Cinderella: She sings “A Dream is a Wish Your Heart Makes” with Drizella and Anastasia.  She should speak with the gentle, pleasant type of “princess” voice.  She is polite and well-mannered.  She has 5 lines.
Prince Charming: He doesn’t speak or sing.  Every time he tires to start a sentence, he is cut off by one of the other females.  He should say a word or two to begin.  For example; well, actually, you know….

Drizella: She sings “A Dream is a Wish Your Heart Makes” with Cinderella and Anastasia.  She has a nasaly character voice but is not the mean-spirited character that we know from the story.  She has 2 lines.
Anastasia: She sings “A Dream is a Wish Your Heart Makes” with Cinderella and Drizella.  She is a little clumsy (she trips when she walks in and bumps into the chair) but is not the mean-spirited character that we know from the story.  She has 3 lines.
Girl in Mirror: This is a vocal solo part.  She sings “Reflection” from Mulan and mimes what the voice over character describes in the commercial.  It is not a speaking role.
Voice Over 1: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  This character has to have the typical “commercial” voice.

Meg: She sings “I Won’t Say I’m in Love” for the commercial.  

Muses: 3 to 4 girls who sing back up in the commercial for “I Won’t Say I’m in Love”.

Voiceover 3: This can be a guy or girl.  This is the announcer for the commercial.  It is a non-singing part.  This part could also double with Meg.
Glinda: She sings “Loathing” from Wicked with Elphaba.  This girl is the absolute air-head.  She is ditzy and needs to be blonde or wear a blonde wig.  She has 6 lines.
Elphaba: She sings “Loathing” from Wicked with Glinda.  This girl is hard around the edges and very intelligent.  She is not afraid to talk back to the audience and threaten them.  She has 4 lines.
Fairy Godmother: She sings a version of “Bibbidi, Bobbidi, Boo” while doing a commercial shoot.  She needs to be the sweet, loving type character.

Voiceover 4: This can be a boy or a girl.  This is a spoken and singing part for the commercial for “Tony’s Italian Restaurant”.  
Voiceover 5: This can be a boy or a girl.  This is a spoken and singing part for the commercial for “Tony’s Italian Restaurant”.  
BB Wolf: He is a non-singing role (has no vocal solos).  He is sly and has a short temper.  No one is fooled by his fake display of emotion.  He has 9 lines.
Pig 1: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  This pig needs to faint and appear “delicate”.  She has 6 lines.
Pig 2:   A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  This pig doesn’t really have the brains in the family.  He just finishes off the other sentences.  He should be the ADD type of character.  He can’t sit still, looks around the whole time and fiddles with the items on the coffee table.  She has 7 lines.
Pig 3: A boy or girl can play this role.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  This is the pig with the brains.  He needs to appear nerdy and in charge of the family.  She has 6 lines. 
Red: This is little Red Riding Hood.  It is non-singing (has no vocal solos).  She is not the brightest bulb.  She isn’t dumb, just young and immature.  She has 4 lines.
Coachman 1: A boy or girl can play this role.  She sings “It’s a Small World” with the other coachmen and does the commercial for the Pumpkin Coach Bus Lines.  She has 3 lines. 
Coachman 2: A boy or girl can play this role.  She sings “It’s a Small World” with the other coachmen and does the commercial for the Pumpkin Coach Bus Lines.  She has 3 lines. 
Coachman 3: A boy or girl can play this role.  She sings “It’s a Small World” with the other coachmen and does the commercial for the Pumpkin Coach Bus Lines.  She has 3 lines. 

Voiceover 6:  This can be a boy or a girl.  This is a spoken and singing part for the commercial for “Ariel’s Breath mints”.  
Voiceover 7: This can be a boy or a girl.  This is a spoken and singing part for the commercial for “Ariel’s Breath mints”.  
Sebastian: This crab sings “Under the Sea” with his back up band.  It is not a speaking role.
Band members: The number can vary.  They sing and dance to “Under the Sea” with Sebastian.
Voice Over 2: A boy or girl can play this role.  The character sings “So This Is Love” while doing the advertisement for Glass Slipper Shoes.
Slipper girls: These 2 girls act out the commercial and sing “So This is Love”
 
Beast: He is a non-singing part (has no vocal solos).  He is the kind and gentle husband to Belle.  He has 4 lines. 

Belle: She sings “Beauty and the Beast” with several audience members.  She is pleasant and well-read.  She is an eloquent speaker.  She has 7 lines.
 
Audience members: The number can vary and be boys or girls.  They sing “Beauty and the Beast” with Belle.
Many of these characters can be doubled if we don’t have enough cast members.  This list calls for 45 cast members if there are 3 band members and 3 audience members and 3 muses.
 
 

To bring the numbers down, the following roles can easily be doubled. 

Drizella and Anastasia can double as the slipper girls.  

The 3 pigs can double as the band members.

Mirror Girl can double as Red

Voiceover 1 can double as Coachman 1.

Fairy Godmother can double as Coachman 2.

Voiceover 2 can double as Coachman 3.

Prince Charming can double as voiceover 4.

Meg can double as voiceover 3.

Muses can double as voiceover 5, 6, and 7.

Lights come up in front of closed curtain.  

2 kids are playing on the floor as parent enters from SL.

 

Parent: Time for bed kids.

 

Kid #1:  Do we hafta go to bed?

 

Kid #2: I’m not (kid yawns)….I’m not sleepy.

 

Parent: I can see that.

 

Kid #1: Just a little longer.

 

Kid #2: Yeah, 5 more minutes.

 

Parent: But it’s time for bed.

 

Kid #1: Please.

 

Kid #2: Please.

 

Kid #1 and #2: Pleeeaaassseeee (give parent the sad puppy dog look)

 

Parent: Well….I’ll tell you what I am going to do.  I’ll tell you a bedtime story.

 

Kid #1: I want Peter Pan!  (make a hook with your hand and speak to kid #2) I’ll get you Pan if it’s the last thing I do.

 

Kid #2: AAAaaahhhh (run and hide behind parent) No!  I want Snow White.  (starts to sing) Someday my prince will come.

 

(Overlapping each other with these lines)

Kid #1: No that’s mushy – YUCK!   Peter Pan is better than Snow White!

Kid #2: Well I don’t like Captain Hook.  He’s scary.  Snow White rocks!

 

Parent: ENOUGH!!!  I’m choosing the story.

 

Kid #1 and #2: Aw…but Mom (or dad)

 

Parent: Do I hear a complaint?  We could go to bed without a story.

 

(The kids look at each other – nod and then speak half-heartedly)

Kid #1 and #2: Hooray.  You pick the best stories.

 

Parent: Good answer.  Now this happened a few years ago.  I was in the audience for the Vanessa/Victor Tellall Show.  This was a very popular talk show and some of her/his guests were some of your favorite fairy tale characters.  It all started before the lights went up……

 

LIGHTS FADE AND CURTAIN OPENS TO STAGE SHOW.  PARENT AND KIDS JOIN THE AUDIENCE.
Lights come up on the talk show set.  There is a desk and chair, a sofa and coffee table.  There are benches or chairs on the sides waiting to be set up after the opening dance number. The audience is waiting on the sides and talking quietly to each other.  The camera person is checking out the camera while the host is at her desk getting her make-up done and talking to the producer.

Camera one: All right, we’re on in 5 minutes.  Places people, places for the opening theme.
Talk show host: (talking to make-up woman) Hurry up.  I don’t have all day.  (talking to the producer) Barbara, let’s review today’s guest list. 
Barbara the producer: (flipping through papers on a clipboard) We have Cinderella and her stepsisters.
Talk show host: That should bring on a lot of fireworks.
Barbara: Glinda and Elphaba.
Talk show host:  Oooo.  They can’t stand each other….I love it.
Barbara: The Big Bad Wolf with his side of the story.
Talk show host: Wait until we bring out the surprise guests.
Barbara: Our musical guest is….
Camera one:  Hate to break it up ladies but, we need to get to places.  Quiet on the set. Lights down, music up, 5, 4, (motion 3, 2, 1.  Point to cue in the group.)
“Friend Like Me” music up – singing and dancing opening number.  After finished pose, people move benches, chairs and the set into place.
Singing
Well Ali Baba had them forty thieves
Scheherezad-ie had a thousand tales
But master you in luck 'cause up your sleeves
You got a brand of magic never fails
You got some power in your corner now
Some heavy ammunition in your camp
You got some punch, pizzazz, yahoo and how
See all you gotta do is rub that lamp
And I'll say

Mister Aladdin, sir
What will your pleasure be?
Let me take your order
Jot it down
You ain't never had a friend like me
No no no

Life is your restaurant
And I'm your maitre d'
C'mon whisper what it is you want
You ain't never had a friend like me

Yes sir, we pride ourselves on service
You're the boss
The king, the shah
Say what you wish
It's yours! True dish
How about a little more Baklava?

Have some of column "A"
Try all of column "B"
I'm in the mood to help you dude
You ain't never had a friend like me

Can your friends do this?
Do your friends do that?
Do your friends pull this out their little hat?
Can your friends go, poof?
Well, looky here
Can your friends go, Abracadabra, let 'er rip
And then make the sucker disappear?

So doncha sit there slack jawed, buggy eyed
I'm here to answer all your midday prayers
You got me bona fide, certified
You got a genie for your chare d'affaires
I got a powerful urge to help you out
So what-cha wish? I really wanna know
You got a list that's three miles long, no doubt
Well, all you gotta do is rub like so - and oh

Mister Aladdin, sir, have a wish or two or three
I'm on the job, you big nabob
You ain't never had a friend, never had a friend
You ain't never had a friend, never had a friend
You ain't never had a friend like me
You ain't never had a friend like me, hah!
More lights up on tv talk show stage set.   Light up the  poster with talk show host’s name.
Talk show host: Good morning ladies and gentlemen and welcome to the Vanessa Tellall show.  I’m your host, Vanessa/Victor Tellall, and boy, oh boy do we have a great show for you today.  Up first we have a princess that everyone loves, that is unless you’re an ugly step-sister.  We’ve invited Cinderella here today but what she doesn’t know is that her ugly step-sisters are here to finally confront her on stealing away that handsome prize, the prince who can dance a mean waltz, Prince Charming.  And now without any further ado, here she is, that princess in blue, friends of mice, the girl with the glass slipper, let’s hear it for Cinderella.
Audience applause.  Camera turns to Cinderella’s entrance.  Her theme music plays in the background. “A Dream is a Wish Your Heart Makes” plays lightly in the background and fades.
Talk show host: Hello, Cinderella.
Cinderella: Hello, everyone.  Isn’t it a grand day.
Talk show host: (with a little smirk) It is so far and sure to get better.  Now Cinderella, how is the prince, your new line of glass slippers, the pumpkin motor coach bus lines and your new line of make-up “Bibidi bobidi bootilicious”?
Cinderella:  Everything has been just grand.  The royal businesses are thriving and they have created many jobs making all of the villagers extremely happy.
Talk show host: Are you sure about all of the villagers?
Cinderella:  What do you mean?
Talk show host: Well, I just happen to know of two women that have been a little less than happy with you after stealing their opportunity to marry the most eligible bachelor prince this side of the Mississippi.  That’s right, I’m talking about your ugly step-sisters, Drizellla and Anastasia.  They’re here to confront you and we’re going to bring them out right now.  Drizella and Anastasia, come on out here.
The step-sisters appear.  The audience applauds but to the surprise of the talk show host, the girls jump up and run and hug each other.
Talk show host:  Hold on.  I thought that you hated her!  What is all this hugging?  Your ugly step-sisters are supposed to hate you.
Cinderella:  Oh not any more.
Drizella:  We love each other.
Anastasia: (pointing to Vanessa) By the way, it’s not ugly, it’s beauty impaired.  (She bumps into the sofa)

Audience giggles
Drizella:  We’ve been friends since the wedding and since Cindy has been asking for our help in the design areas of the companies.
Anastasia: We’ve learned how to create and work with the mice to design the best and most comfortable glass slippers. (She knocks over the mug on the table.)

Audience giggles again.
Talk show host: (dumbfounded) But this is supposed to be a fight, not a happy re-union.  Where’s the punching and hair-pulling?  This love-fest isn’t what my audience wants to see.
Drizella:  Sorry, Vanessa . We’re not going to fight.
Cinderella: In fact, we’re going to sing together to show our unity and love for each other.
Anastasia: You said it sister. (She trips getting up.)
Cue music for “A Dream is a Wish Your Heart Makes”.  All three girls sing it.  
Singing

A dream is a wish your heart makes
When you're fast asleep
In dreams you lose your heartaches
Whatever you wish for, you keep
Have faith in your dreams and someday
Your rainbow will come smiling thru
No matter how your heart is grieving
If you keep on believing
the dream that you wish will come true
Audience applauds.
Talk show host:  (visibly upset and talking to producer – not realizing that she is still on the air) This isn’t supposed to happen like this.  (Camera one flags her down and points to the camera) (She is sobbing)  We’ll be right back after this commercial break.
Camera one moves to the side of the stage.  “Reflection” commercial begins.
Girl in Mirror:  (singing) Look at me, I will never pass for a perfect bride or a perfect daughter…
Singing

look at me
I will never pass for a perfect bride, or a perfect daughter
can it be I’m not meant to play this part
now I see that if I were truly to be myself 
I would break my family’s heart

Who is that girl I see
staring straight back at me?
Why is my reflection someone I don’t know
somehow I can not hide
who I am, though I've tried
when will my reflection show who I am inside
when will my reflection show who I am inside

Girl in Mirror: (singing) Who is that girl I see, staring straight back at me?  Why is my reflection someone I don’t know?
Voice over: Bibbidi Bobbidi Bootilicious make-up is all natural and made by the finest magical mice in the kingdom.  Try our younger than ever eye make-up after those late midnight balls.
Girl in Mirror: (singing) Now my-y reflection shows who I am inside.
Voice over:  Available at all fine retailers in the kingdom area.
 

DURING THIS MUSIC(This scene won't play,I won't say I'm in love)

voice over - Come join our thrilled members and meet your handsome prince.

 

(Muses)
You're doin flips read our lips

DURING THIS MUSIC (Shoo doo, shoo doo) (You're way off base I won't say it)She wont say it)
Get off my case  (Shut Up, shut up) I won't say it

voice over - go to princessmatch.com.  that's p-r-i-n-c-e-s-s-m-a-t-c-h dot com
have a secret smile on your face when you've found your match

 

(Muses)
Girl, don't be proud
It's okay you're in love

 

(Meg)Oh.  At least out loud, I won't say I'm in love.

Back to show set.  Talk show host is arguing with the producer while make-up artist is trying to fix her make-up.
Talk show host: This isn’t what I signed up for.  Where’s the drama?  Where’s the anger?  The yelling?  The cat fights?
Barbara: Oh just deal with it.  You’re getting paid enough.
Camera one: Two minutes ladies.
Talk show host: Well maybe I’m not getting paid enough to stay around.  (She gets up and storms off.)
Barbara: Where are you going?  Now what am I going to do?  I need a host.
Camera one:  You better get one quickly because we are going on in 30 seconds.
Barbara: (to make-up artist who has been doing her own make-up)  You.  Have you ever hosted a tv talk show?
Make-up girl: Uh no.
Barbara:  But you’ve seen the show, right? (Make-up girl nods) Then, you are qualified.  Sit here. (points to host desk) You’re one in 10 seconds and your next guests are Glinda and Elphaba.
Make-up girl:  What?!?
Camera one: Quiet on the set. 5, 4, (signals 3, 2, 1 and points to make-up girl)
“Friend Like Me” theme music rises and falls. Audience applauds.
Make-up girl: Uh, hi.  I’m Lisa and this is the  Vanessa Tellall show.  Um, Vanessa is on a temporary leave of absence but we’re going to continue with our “let’s make-up”  - uh that’s no reference to the bibbidi bobbidi bootilicious make-up line of cosmetics.  Now let’s bring out our next guest.  She’s bubbly and pretty in pink.  It’s Glinda, the good witch of the North.
Audience applauds.  Glinda appears blowing bubbles.  “Popular” is heard in the background.
Make-up girl:  Greetings Glinda.
Glinda:  That’s Ga-linda with a “ga”.  Salutations to all the little people, or as I like to call them, Munchkins.

Audience members hold up signs for Glinda.
Make-up girl: Yeah, whatever.  Anyway, we brought you here today to confront your nemesis.  She has been scaring the Munchkins, threatening girls in polka dot dresses, and tormenting small dogs. 
Glinda:  Oh that Elphaba.  I wish someone would throw a bucket of water on that girl!  She has been ruining everything since we met at Chiz University.
Make-up girl:  It sounds as though you would really like to have it out with her.
Glinda:  You bet I would.
Make-up girl:  Well then let’s bring her out.  The Wicked witch of the west, Elphaba.
Audience boos.  We hear the witches theme from the movie.
Elphaba: Oh quiet all of you before I call on my flying monkeys.
Glinda:  See, she even torments poor defenseless animals.  She makes them fly around in those horrid little vests and hats.  They are in an outdated shade of blue that does nothing for the monkeys’ features.
Elphaba:  Would you listen to that dim-witted blonde.  All she cares about is her pretty little face and her silly little clothes and shoes.
Make-up girl:  Wow those are fighting words.  What do you have to say about that Miss Ga-linda?
Glinda: What can you expect out of someone who dresses in black and wears those horrible old maid shoes?  Now instead, I’ve been wearing those new fashionable glass slippers made by Cinderella and her beauty-impaired step-sisters.
Elphaba:  This is ridiculous.  I’ll get you Glinda and I want those ruby colored glass slippers!
Make-up girl:  Now ladies let’s take this back to the beginning.  How did this lack of love for each other start?
Glinda:  Well it all began at college.
Elphaba:  Some insane administrator put me in the same dorm room with bubble-brain.
Go into “Loathing” .

Talk show host: (appears on the side of the stage) Now this is what I’m talking about.  You could cut this tension with a knife.  (She walks over to the desk and pushes the make-up girl out of the way.  She motions the camera back on her.)  I’m back folks and can’t wait to bring out our next guest who says he’s been framed.  Let’s hear his side of the story and see if he got a bad wrap or if he is just blowing a lot of hot air.  We’ll be back after this commercial break with the Big Bad Wolf.
Camera one turns to commercial
Fairy Godmother: (singing) Salagadoola, mechika boola, bibbidi bobbidi bootilicious.  
Singing

Salagadoola mechicka boola bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
Put 'em together and what have you got
bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
Salagadoola mechicka boola bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
It'll do magic believe it or not
bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
Salagadoola means mechicka booleroo
But the thingmabob that does the job is
bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
Salagadoola menchicka boola bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
Put 'em together and what have you got
bibbidi-bobbidi bibbidi-bobbidi bibbidi-bobbidi-boo
